From the spare storefronts of colonial merchants to the elegant Geor-
gian-style mansion of Governor Goodwin, from the humble dwellings
of early Jewish immigrants to the penny candy counter of the WWII-
era Abbott Store, Strawbery Banke tells the stories of a neighborhood
over time. Following your visit, enjoy lunch at Warren’s Lobster
House.

Then, climb board the Victorian style M/V Thomas Laighton for a
“Historic Isles of Shoals & Portsmouth Harbor” cruise. Experience the
fascinating legends of the New Hampshire/Maine Seacoast. Little
known but historically crucial, the legendary Isles of Shoals, located 6
miles off our coast, are an intriguing archipelago of 9 islands steeped
with history. As you glide through the Portsmouth Harbor, you will see
a unique working port with tugboats, tankers, the nation’s oldest and
active naval yard, the closed castle-like prison “the Alcatraz of the
East”, the quaint Olde Port waterfront, a famous grand resort hotel, 5
historic forts and 3 lighthouses proudly guiding mariners safely through [
the waters. -
