Friday, April 9 
This morning, journey to Arlington Cemetery and remember the American patriots, both 
humble and well-known, whose final resting place is in the wooded hills of Arlington.

Visit Georgetown, once a thriving colonial port, and now a charming historic neighborhood. Georgetown fea-
tures specialty stores and intriguing restaurants and is home to the Dumbarton House, Tudor Place, the C&O 

Canal and the Old Stone House. Here, enjoy a special dinner at Tony and Joe’s Seafood. Located 
on the waterfront, you’ll enjoy spectacular views of the Potomac River, Kennedy Center, Wash-
ington Monument, Roosevelt Island, and the Key Bridge. 
 

Your day ends with a tour of the “Monuments by Moonlight.”  Included are some of the city's 
most prominent landmarks such as the Capitol Building, the White House, the Jefferson Memo-
rial, FDR Memorial, the Lincoln Memorial and the Washington Monument as well as Embassy 
Row, the National Cathedral, JFK Center for the Performing Arts and more.  Meals: B,D 

 

Saturday, April 10 
With Mother Nature’s cooperation, cherry blossoms will be in full bloom for the Na-
tional Cherry Blossom Festival Parade. A gift from Japan to the United States in 
1912, the blossoming of the cherry trees have come to symbolize the natural beauty of 
our nation’s capital city. From your bleacher seats, watch celebrity talent, high school 
marching bands from around the country, U.S. & Japanese dance and drum perform-
ers, antique cars and more.  
 

Enjoy an included lunch at the Old Post Office before departing Washington D.C. for 
New York City. Upon arrival, check into your midtown Manhattan hotel, the Hampton Inn New York / 35th 
Street Empire State Building located in midtown Manhattan. Situated between posh 5th Avenue and Broad-
way, your hotel is in the shadows of the Empire State Building and just a half a block from the theaters of the 
Great White Way!  



The rest of the afternoon and evening are yours to explore. Perhaps take in a show, visit the Museum of Mod-
ern Art, shop the latest fashions… the possibilities are endless. You will receive admission tickets to the Em-
pire State Building which you may visit at your leisure. Meals: B, L 
 
Sunday, April 11 
Board your ferry to visit the  Statue of Liberty National Monument. Located on a 12 acre island, 
the Statue of Liberty Enlightening the World was a gift of friendship from the people of 
France to the people of the United States and is a universal symbol of freedom and democracy. 
After, visit the Ellis Island Immigration Museum. Opened on January 1, 1892, Ellis Island be-
came the nation's premier federal immigration station. In operation until 1954, the station proc-
essed over 12 million immigrant steamship passengers. The main building was restored after 30 
years of abandonment and opened as a museum on September 10, 1990. 
 
Afterwards, enjoy an included meal of Dim Sum in Chinatown and free time to further explore Chinatown and 
Little Italy.

Reservations and Payments: 
Reservations will be accepted subject to availability at the time of a request. Deposit is due within 5 days of confirming a tour reservation.  
$150 per person deposit due for multi day tours of 2-6 days. 
$350 per person deposit due for all tours 7 days or longer. 
Unless specified, final payment for all tours is due 45 days prior to tour departure.  
Payment can be made in person or by phone. Checks, Cash, VISA or MasterCard are accepted. 
 

Cancellation Charges: 
If you cancel for any reason prior to tour departure, the cancellation fees are as follows: 
More than 90 days prior to departure, your deposit is fully refundable 
90 days or less  prior to departure, your deposit is non-refundable. 
Less than 45 days prior to departure, your full payment is non-refundable. 
 

Name Changes / Transferring Reservations: 
There is no charge for name changes / reservation transfers on multi day tours if the change is made 45 days or more prior to departure.  
 
Within 45 days of departure on a multi day tour, all rules of the tour operator, airlines and cruise lines will be in effect. In addition, there is a $50.00 
per person administration fee.  
 

Tours Do Include: 
Transportation, services, meals, lodging, sightseeing and entrance fees to attractions as stated in the itinerary, and taxes and gratuities for included 
services unless otherwise indicated.
