Reservations and Payments:

Cancellation Charges: 
If you cancel for any reason prior to tour departure, the cancellation fees are as follows: 
More than 90 days prior to departure, your payment is fully refundable 
90 days or less  prior to departure, your payment is non-refundable, unless a replacement can be found for you. 
 
Tours Do Include: 
Transportation, services, meals, lodging, sightseeing and entrance fees to attractions as stated in the itinerary, and taxes and gratuities for  
included services unless otherwise indicated. 
 
Tours Do Not Include:
